They greet Macbeth as Glamis (his current title), Cawdor and future king. They greet Banquo as lesser than Macbeth but greater. They both wonder about the witches’ prophesies. Ross tells Macbeth that he is now the Thane of Cawdor.

	The Thane of Cawdor dies well. Kind Duncan thanks Macbeth and announced that his own son Malcolm is Price of Cumberland and next in line. Macbeth wonders if fate alone will make him king.

	45
	Lady Macbeth reads about the predictions in a letter from Macbeth. She wonders if Macbeth is man enough to kill the king. Duncan is coming to stay. Lady Macbeth says she will take care of things.

	Act 1 Scene 6
	46
	Duncan arrives at Macbeth’s home and is warmly greeted by Lady Macbeth.

	Act 1 Scene 7
	47
	Macbeth talks to himself about reasons he should not kill Duncan. Lady Macbeth goes quite feral and changes his mind.


	Act 2 Scene 1
	51
	On his way to murder the King Macbeth talks to Banquo about the witches. He then imagines that he sees a dagger which is a sign both of his anxiety and to kill Duncan.

	Act 2 Scene 2
	52
	Lady Macbeth waits for Macbeth to come back from the murder. Macbeth returns and says he has murdered sleep. He cannot bear to return the daggers to the site of the murder so Lady Macbeth does this. Then they are both covered in blood.

	Act 2 Scene 3
	54
	The Porter talks about what happens when you drink. Macduff finds the dead King and Macbeth kills the guards who are believed to have killed him. The king’s sons Malcolm and Donalbain smell at rat and leave Scotland.

	Act 2  Scene 4
	58
	Ross and an Old Man talk about how the world has turned unnatural. Macduff announced that Macbeth will be King.  Macduff decided to go to his own home rather than to Scone to see Macbeth crowned.


	Act 3 Scene 1
	61
	Banquo wonders if Macbeth has acted foully to make the witches prophesies some true. He tells Macbeth that he is going riding with his son. Macbeth convinces two murders that Banquo is their enemy and to kill him.

	64
	Lady Macbeth wonders if they are worse off now that they have what they wanted. Macbeth tells her that he is taking care of Banquo. She disagrees but he tells her that he will take care of this problem.

	66
	The murders kill Banquo but his son Fleance gets away.

	Act 3 Scene 4
	67
	The murders tell Macbeth that Banquo is dead by his son lives. Macbeth seems Banquo’s ghost at the table. Lady Macbeth explains this is a fit.

	Act 3 Scene 5
	70
	The witches get told off by their boss for dealing with Macbeth.

	Act 3 Scene 6
	71
	Lennox and another Lord are suspicious of Macbeth. Macduff has fled to England.


	Act 4 Scene 1
	74
	Macbeth goes to see the witches again. They show him four visions. 1. Beware the Thane of Fife 2. None of woman born will harm Macbeth 3. Macbeth will not be vanquished until Birnam wood comes to Dunsinane. Macbeth asked about Banquo’s children and in a fourth vision he is shown them as a line of kings. Lennox tells Macbeth that Macduff is fled to England. Macbeth decided to act.

	Act 4 Scene 2
	78
	Lady Macduff and Ross talk about the wisdom of Macduff leaving is family behind. Ross leaves and more men arrive and kill everyone there.

	Act 4 Scene 3
	80
	Macduff tries to convince Malcolm that he should be king. Malcolm is not sure about Macduff’s loyalty so he pretends that he would be a terrible king. Finally they organise the fight against Macbeth. Macduff learns of the murder of his whole family.


	Act 5 Scene 1
	87
	The doctor and a gentlewoman listen as Lady Macbeth worries about her sins as she sleepwalks.

	Act 5 Scene 2
	88
	The good guys move toward the Macbeth’s castle, Dunsinene.

	Act 5 Scene 3
	89
	The armies advance and Macbeth prepares for battle. He learns that the doctor cannot cure his wife.

	Act 5 Scene 4
	91
	Malcolm tells the soldiers to cut branches from Birnam wood to use a disguise to hide their numbers.

	Act 5 Scene 5
	92
	Lady Macbeth dies. Macbeth reflects that life is a “tale told by an idiot”. A messenger tells him that Birnam wood is advancing on the castle.

	Act 5 Scene 6
	93
	The good guys get a little closer.

	Act 5 Scene 7
	93
	A still confident Macbeth kills young Siward. Meanwhile Macduff hunts for Macbeth and is determined to kill him.

	Act 5 Scene 8
	94
	Macbeth reluctantly faces Macduff and learns he was “from his mother’s womb untimely ripped”. They fight and Macduff kills Macbeth.

	Act 5 Scene 9
	95
	The battle is over. Malcolm is king and the natural order is restored.
